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	The JACG Aviation Science and Technology Roadmap is a tool to be used for improving and coordinating the nation’s aviation science and technology (S&T) efforts. These S&T efforts encompass the total spectrum of aviation technology development, including fixed and rotary wing aircraft; subsystems; airborne weapons; the supporting aviation infrastructure; and operations at subsonic through hypervelocity speeds at all altitudes within the atmosphere.  The Roadmap will facilitate more coordinated planning across all U. S. agencies having interests in aviation-related activity which will foster transitions of new technology into aviation programs, products, and infrastructure.  It is intended to be a resource for use by all levels within the S&T and acquisition communities across the member agencies.





	The Roadmap is organized into two parts.  The first part (Volume I) is a compendium of overviews characterizing each agency’s aviation interests, long-range vision, and common themes.  The second part (Volume II) is a relational database constructed from individual project summaries provided by each agency.  The database includes projects, objectives, approaches, status, resources, points of contact, and links to military service as well as OSD requirements.





	This roadmap was prepared by the S&T Board of the JACG and will be updated regularly(Volume I on an annual basis, and Volume II whenever significant progress is identified or budgets are reprioritized. The roadmap is available for use by anyone within the participating agencies.
